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have been received and are in order. Mayor Frie made them a part of the official record. He said
this is a plan to build an early childcare facility.

Mayor Frie swore those in wishing to speak.

Mr. Craig Kahn, the architect on the project, was present and reviewed the project with City
Council. He said the approximate eight acres is divided into two lots and that this is a proposal for
an early child-care facility on Lot [. He said they are proposing a little over 19,000 square feet
and that the Goddard School is a top of the line national program. He said the requirements for
landscaping and open space have been met and there would be two playground areas. He said
when Lot 2 is approved for development, improvements will be made to Indiana Street. Mr. Kahn
reviewed the architectural plans and showed slides of other Goddard Schools they have designed
and built.

Mayor Frie closed the public comment portion of the public hearing.
Councilmember Azari asked about the alignment of the Jefferson Parkway to this property.
Councilmember Dyer moved that the Wild Grass Tract A Preliminary Development Plan, W. 87"
& Indiana St., be approved subject to the attached updated conditions of approval. This motion is
based on the findings of fact adopted by the Planning Commission.
