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and the City's responsibility. He said RTD is responsible for building the line itself, which 
includes the tracks; the basic station improvements such as the platform, parking, benches, bike 
racks, etc. RTD is also responsible for any pedestrian crossings where they are warranted and any 
necessary improvements to mitigate traffic, severe noise or vibration issues. 

Mr. Nichols said the City is responsible for improvements outside of the FasTracks budget which 
include station enhancements; structured parking if we decide we want it earlier than the RTD 
timeframe; improvements necessary to foster transit oriented development around the stations, 
which would include roads, traffic signalization, sidewalks and utilities, parks and any other public 
spaces and major stormwater detention facilities. He said that a local match of $5, I00,000 is 
required by an Intergovernmental Agreement under negotiation with RTD which could include 
City land donations, in-kind services, or a waiver of fees which would count towards the local 
match. 

Mr. Nichols then looked at the three station plans. He said structured parking is planned for the 
aide Town Station. He said it would be funded in 2030 by RTD but that the City and the Arvada 
Urban Renewal Authority needs $14,000,000 in funding if we look at an earlier timeframe. He 
said station enhancements that will be needed by 2015 would cost $700,000 and that additional 
parks and streetscape, which would be partly funded with park development fees and fees in-lieu 
would cost $7,750,000. 

Mr. Nichols said at the Kipling Station, the key infrastructure includes a plaza at a cost of 
$1,125,000 which could be funded through park development fees and fees in lieu; an underpass 
at a cost of $2,225,000 which has a potential for TIP funding; a new neighborhood park at the 
south edge of Lutz at a cost of $436,000 which could also be funded with park development fees 
and fees in lieu; and trail connections at a cost of $1,000,000 which currently have no identified 
funding. 

Mr. Nichols said at the Sheridan Station, infrastructure includes on-street trails on Tennyson at a 
cost of $211,000; a pedestrian bridge over the tracks at a cost of $1,200,000 and other trail 
improvements at $200,000 . He said since very little residential will be built, there will be limited 
park development fees or fees in lieu available. 

Xl.	 COUNCIL REPORTS 
A.	 Councilmember Dyer discussed the ordinance prohibiting farmer's markets from areas 

other than aide Town. He said he would like to see the ordinance amended so that 
farmer's markets can be held anywhere in the City. 

Chris Daly, City Attorney, stated that an ordinance has been drafted. City Council 
concurred to bring the ordinance forward. 

B.	 Councilmember Dyer complimented the staff on receiving a AAA rating for our sales tax 
bond issue. 

XII.	 CITY MANAGER REPORTS 
A.	 Craig Kocian said the City should be very proud of the AAA rating. He said there is no 

bank or insurance company with a better rating than the city, which is why we are not 
asking for insurance. He said Lakewood is the only other city in the state with a AAA 
rating. 
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B.	 Mr. Kocian discussed the Swine Flu issue. He said the City of Arvada has a Continuity of 
Service Plan and it operates at five different levels. He said the City has moved to Level II 
which means we have identified a potential threat. When that happens, key management 
is notified, normal operations remain in effect, we look at our personal protection 
equipment and if there is a deficit, additional equipment is purchased. Threat specific 
training is also started for staff, as well as a communication program through KATV and 
the City's web site. 

XIII.	 CITY ATTORNEY REPORTS - None 

XIV.	 PUBLIC COMMENT LONGER THAN THREE MINUTES 
A.	 Rachel Zenzinger, Arvada, addressed City Council and reminded them about the 

recommendations made by the CIP Committee which was a City Council committee. She 
reminded them that the committee emphasized that it was very important to take care of 
what we have is important and that they also had long discussions about the campus 
master plan. She said police substations were felt to be a much more appropriate use of 
funds than a campus master plan. She said on a personal note, she feels that transit 
oriented development are very important because they can provide a long term investment 
for the City.
