1. Call to Order by Mayor Bob Frie. 

2. Execu tive Session

Councilmember Williams moved to go into executive session for the purpose of Instructions to 
Negotiators, pursuant to CRS 24-6-402(4)(e) and for Lega l Advice, Pursuant to CRS 24-6­
402(4)(b)

The Motion was approved. 

3. Study Session 
A. Energy Effic iency & Conservation Block Grant (EECBG) Strategy 

City Council stated they would hold this study session in council chambers at the end of this 
evening' s meeting. 

4. City Manager Reports 
A. Mr. Kocian stated that the July 4th Holiday will be celebrated with city hall being closed 
on Friday, July 3. He said there will be a July 6 City Council meeting. 

5. City Counci l Reports 
A. Councilmember Dyer handed out information on neighborhood electric vehicles that are 
made to go on city streets. He reminded City Council that he had discussed this issue with them 
last year and asked them to again review the handout. 

B. Mayor Frie stated the funeral for former Arvada Mayor Don Feland will be this Thursday 
and he plans on attending. Councilmembers Williams and Dyer stated they would be attending the 
real estate review at the same time. 

C. Mayor Pro Tern Anderson asked if the City has a contact person to answer energy 
efficiency questions, such as "How do I do it?" Craig Kocian, City Manager, stated we do not, but 
that is one area Clark Johnson will be discussing in his study session later this evening. 

D. Deputy City Manager Bill Ray asked for City Council' s signature on a letter he has drafted 
to RTD encouraging RTD, Owens Corning and Adams County officials to work cooperatively on 
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Councilmember Azari said there is money in here to administer the Grant. Mr. Johnson said up to 
10% of the money can be used for administration and then staff would have to figure out what that 
means in trying to perform the workload. 

Mayor Pro Tern Anderson said if the City Manager designates an existing employee to do this job, 
she would like to know what programs that person then will not be doing. Councilmember Dyer 
said he would like to have that same information. He said if the City cannot properly administer 
the money and the programs, then he doesn't want the money. He said it makes no sense to have a 
million dollar program but no one to take care of it. Councilmember Azari said he wants to wait to 
hear what the City Manager's answer will be as to who internally would do the work. 

Mayor Pro Tern Anderson said the City Council can make the determination two years from now 
as to whether this program brings value to the City and the citizens. 

City Council will talk about this more next week. 
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
