A.	 Follow-up Discussion on Energy Efficiency & Conservation Block Grant Strategy 

(EECBG) 

Mr. Kocian said following the study session last week on this same topic, staff asked if they couId 
provide City Council with more information and answer any questions City Council might have. 
Mr. Kocian said that staff believes that by applying for this position, we will have a better 
opportunity to leverage any additional monies we might see and we would be able to do a better 
job of moving sustainability as a business model and an ethic through this organization, more 
widely and more deeply. He said we also believe that with this position we can move 
sustainability as a way of doing business more effectively and out into the corrununity. 

Councilmembers spoke to the issue. Council member Williams stated he wants the position 
designated as a "temporary" position. 

Councilmember Allard said he would like it put into the record that his approval is based solely n 
the memorandum from Clark Johnson to the City Manager and Deputy City Manager dated June 3, 
2009, . He said in the content of the Memorandum it is stated that the City Manager shall 
consistently update City Council on the progress of the Grant program and the actions of the 
Coordinator position. He said it also states in regards to on-going costs and cost control that for 
any projects included in this funding that could result in options that do have on-going costs, that 
those options will not be implemented without City Council consultation and identified on-going 
funds. Mr. Allard said he still doesn' t understand why this position could not be done as a 
contract employee under the supervision of the City Manager. He said he will support this since it 
will not cost the city any money out of the general fund but that any ongoing cost past the two year 
period has to be brought to the city council. He said he is strongly suspicious that this wiJJ result 
in programs having to go forward and having to be paid for by the general fund. He said he does 
feel it is needed but that his approval is based on what he has stated above and on the 
memorandum. 

Mayor Pro Tern Anderson said she agrees with the statements made but also feels that the position 
is needed and can not be handled by existing staff. 

Councilmember Azari appreciated staff' s work in justifying the nature and scope and span of this 
position. He said direction and control of the project should vest with the City Manager and not an 
independent contractor. He said in the long run this position wiJl need to be re-evaluated, 
particularly when the money runs out. 

Councilmember Allard moved to approve the Energy Efficie ncy & Conservation Block Grant 
Strategy program as recommended by staff, based on the information presented in the two 
memorandums, dated May 29, 2009 and June 3,2009. 

Councilmember Williams asked for a friendly amendment that the Coordinator position be 
designated as "Temporary" and that Council member Allard' s earlier comments in that regard be 
included in the motion. 

Councilmember Allard accepted the friend ly amendments.
