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together Powerpoint and training videos, photography, recruiting videos and video/photography
award ceremonies. For HR they put together training videos and tape special meetings. For
AEDA they do business profiles, the business recognition video and help out with photography at
Economic Development breakfast meetings, for the calendar and their brochures.

Mr. Assmus talked about web streaming, “You Tube” and Flickr and the general support they
provide to the City which includes audio and video support for the conference room and chambers
and the sharing of video and photography with outside Arvada groups and organizations, such as
the school district.

Mr. Assmus said their budget is $168,066 for 2009 which was a 15% reduction from 2008 and
they will have a 30% reduction for 2010. For the Peg fee on average they bring $28,000 every
quarter which is a cost of $6 per year to subscribers. He said there are specific restrictions on what
the Peg money can be used for, which is mainly equipment.

Maria VanderKolk said Peg fees will be used to upgrade the projection system in chambers. She
said KATV is also contributing part of the Peg fees to the cost of enlarging the internet pipe that
the City is purchasing. Mr. Assmus also discussed the awards KATV has won over the last
several years.
