1.	 Call to Order by Mayor Bob Frie. 

2.	 City Council Reports: 
A.	 Council members discussed the events in Olde Town on Sunday, including the Farmers Market and 

the Blue Grass Festi val. 
B.	 Councilmember Azari talked about a discussion at the DRCOG meeting regarding the ARRA 

stimulus money. He said some of the money is going to be allocated to other projects in the metro 
area . He said there will be at least $10 million more coming in STP and $1 million in 
enhancement money. 

C.	 Councilmember Williams reported on the CML Executive Retreat held over the weekend. 
D.	 Mayor Frie asked Bill Ray to update City Council on the Jefferson Parkway Public Highway 

Authority (JPPHA). Mr. Ray said JPPHA board members and staff will be at CDOT this 
Thursday regarding the JPPHA 's 1601 Application . 

3.	 City Manager Reports: 
A.	 Craig Kocian said the Arvada Estates Retirement facility at nnd & Kipling is having an open 

house this Thursday from 5:30 to 8:00 p .m. 
B .	 Councilmember Dyer asked that for the August 3 study session on electric vehicles, he would like 

a map showing what roads we have that are over 35 mph where these wouldn't be allowed. He 
said mopeds have the same speeds as these electric vehicles and we allow them. 

3.	 Study Session: 
A.	 Triangle Area Concept Plan 

Maureen Phair, Deputy Director of the Arvada Urban Renewal Authority presented the study 
session. She showed an aerial photo of the Triangle area. She said a Triangle Advisory 
Committee was formed several months ago made up of residents in the area, business owners, and 
stakeholders. She said the purpose of the group was to see what the area should look like. A large 
community meeting was held in May and for the most part, everyone was positive though there 
was some concern from the Community Garden folks. 

Ms. Phair showed a map of the plan that the committee developed. She said the K-Mart and King 
Soopers would stay and their buildings would get new facades and modernized. She said they 
would like to get a large anchor on the south side of Ralston, such as Safeway. To the east of that 
area would be multi-housing. The area east of Independence and north of Ralston they are looking 
at two and four story buildings with retail on the bottom and some restaurants and it would be the 
'Town Square" portion of the area . 

Ben Thurston talked about the urban contemporary look that the committee came up with and the 
need for design guidelines. He showed renderings of possible buildings and the streetscapes . He
