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Mayor Frie stated that City Council is now back in open session.

A. Craig Kocian stated he had a couple of items he would like to bring up. The first deals with
the Sheridan Blvd. bridge at the USPS tracks at Sheridan & Ralston. He talked about
sidewalks, bike lanes and the approach sidewalks and said CDOT will have to follow FHWA
guidelines. Anything beyond those standards will need to be paid for by us. Mr. Kocian said

the money will come from the Adams County Transportation tax. City Council concurred
with staff’s recommendation on the improvements.

Mr. Kocian said the second item deals with the Foothills Animal Shelter and that the City
needs to guarantee $135,000 in the event the foundation doesn’t come through with the money
they are counting on. City Council concurred to guarantee the $135,000.
