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said we believe it will be down for the next several years. She talked about the impact of the roof 
replacements and repairs. She said through July we had generated $569,000. From August I to 
September IS, $361,000 has been generated in roofs alone. She said the end of the year estimate 
is $1.2 million, which will still leave us $800 ,000 short in the building use fund from what was 
originally budgeted. She said we don't expect 2010 to change substantially. Ms. Runkle said the 
utilities tax has been fairly consistent. She said we will hit our budget in 2009 which is due mostly 
to rate increases. 

Mr. Archer discussed the Highway Users Trust Fund and said with the state legislation that 
increased the fees on license plates, our end of year estimate for 2009 is higher than 2008 and the 
five year model shows slight increases each year. He said in the Road & Bridge fund, it is fairly 
constant. He said it may dip slightly this year but not enough to cause concern. 

On plan fees, Ms. Runkle said we should hit budget this year and it is kicked up a little in the out 
years by I or 2% a year. For passport fees, we will make our end of year estimate and probably 
stay level over the next few years. For court fees, Mr. Archer said 2009 end of year will be higher 
than budgeted, mainly because of the additional traffic cops on the street. He said the fees have 
not been increased, ju st the number of tickets written. In interest revenue, Mr. Archer said we did 
really well in 2007 and 2008 but obviously rates dropped drastically in 2009 . 

Ms. Runkle said in the park fund , we have not reduced the general fund support at all and the 
revenue shows a slight dip. She said this is all from open space and they are estimating a 2% 
decrease in 2009 from what was budgeted and then they expect to grow by 2% after that. In 
SCFD, they are predicting a 10-16% decrease. She said right now we held it at the same number 
because there are negotiations going on that would give us a larger percentage of the pot. 

In summary, Ms. Runkle said the general fund, open space and SCFD revenue base is built on 
consumption, meaning sales, auto use, building activity and even intergovernmental revenue. She 
said our overall revenues for the general fund will be 5% lower than 2008 actual receipts, but we 
do expect to see approximately 1.5% growth from 2009 actual receipts. 

VII. PUBLIC COMMENT LONGER THAN THREE MINUTES 
A.	 Members of the Harvest Festival Committee addressed City Council with a recap. Renee 

Nelson gave City Council an overview of the Festival, Ed Tomlinson gave an overview of the 
Parade and Cody McNutt announced the parade band winners. 

B.	 Nick Dodich, Arvada, addressed City Council regarding the plastic covering over the bricks 
that are in place at the handicapped intersection crossings at 64th & Wyndham. 

C.	 A member from the Arvada Historical Society, in period costume as Benjamin Wadsworth, 
addressed City Council and invited everyone to the Annual Arvada Cemetery Tour, starting 
this Saturday at noon. 

VIII. STUDY SESSION 
A. Proposed 2010 Rates for Water, Sewer, and Stormwater Funds 
Bob Manwaring, Public Works, presented this study session. He said the recommendation is for a 
3.2% increase in water, a 3.6% increase in wastewater and a 0% increase in Stormwater. The 
combined impact is 2.8%. The average single family monthly increase would be $1.51 and 
annually $ 18.12. Mr. Manwaring said tonight he will be concentrating on the operating fund and 
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not the capital fund. He said key rate determining factors in the water fund include maintaining 
expenditures at 2009 level except impact of Denver Water 10% rate increase; we will not increase 
the main replacement program; we are targeting to have revenues and expenses match Mr. 
Manwaring said for 2010, we a re recommending a temporary suspension of the $250,000 for the 
infrastructure replacement, but because of lower costs we will still stay on track in that fund. 

Mr. Manwaring then reviewed the Wastewater fund and the percentages going to operations, 
Metro and infrastructure. He said key rate determining factors in this fund include targeting to 
have expenses and revenue match in 2011, a cost containment of $55,000 savings, Metro increase 
of $423,298 and we will not increase the main replacement program for 2010. 

Mr. Manwaring reviewed the Stormwater fund and said the recommendation is for a 0% increase. 
He said this is a stable source of funding and that the funding supports operations, maintenance 
and flood control. He discussed the projects they have worked on over the past several years. 

Mr. Manwaring then combined all of the three funds and showed where Arvada falls in 
comparison to the other metro cities . When all the funds are combined, Arvada is the third from 
the lowest. 

For tap fees, Mr. Manwaring said we are recommending about a 5% increase and showed the 
comparison of the metro cities for water and sewer tap fees.
