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A. Harvest Festival 

Chris Daly referred the council to an updated revenue and expenses document that he had received 
via e-mail from Jeff Cannon today. Craig Kocian introduced the item and described the scope of 
the study session. Chris Daly addressed the public/private nature of the parade and warned the 
council that most likely the parade would be seen as a public/private joint sponsorship due to the 
in-kind contribution of police time as well as the money for barricades and the money provided by 
the Festivals Commission. Mr. Daly expressed concern that the organizers of the parade recklessly 
disregarded the public health, safety and welfare of the citizens of Arvada and attendees at the 
parade and festival by permitting helicopter rides. 

Mayor Frie expressed surprise at the broadened scope of the study session indicating that he 
thought this was a study session to discuss revenues and expenses of the festival. Councilmember 
Dyer expressed concern that during the festival members of the staff (police officers) knew of the 
existence of helicopter rides. Mr. Dyer expressed concern about the role that staff played in 
permitting the helicopter rides. 

A decision was made by the council to raise the issues involving the festival and parade at a future 
time within the next few months. A suggestion that council member Dyer participate as a liaison 
on behalf of the City Council with festival organizers was raised but no decision was finalized. 

B. City Council Members - Review of Boards and Committees 

City Counci I postponed this study session and asked that it be scheduled following the November 
3, 2009 election.
