VI.	 STUDY SESSION 
A.	 2009 Arvada Citizen Survey Results 

Torn Miller. President and CEO of National Research Center, presented the results of the 2009 
Citizen Survey . He said the survey was mailed to 2,400 randomly selected households and that 
8S 1completed surveys were returned for a response rate of 37%. He said this is the I S,h iteration 
of this survey since its inception in 1979. Mr. Miller said the survey results were weighted so that 
respondent age, gender, and tenure (rent versus own) were represented in the proportions reflective 
of the entire city. He said the margin of error is plus or minus three percent. Mr. Miller then 
exp lained the benchmark comparisons to National Research Center's database of over SOO 
ju risdictions both in the nation and the Front Range. 

Mr. Miller reviewed the survey results for Quality of Life; Quality of Community; Community 
Characteristics; Living and Working in Arvada ; Community Participation; City Government; 
Issues Affecting Arvada; Planning Arvada' s Future and Technology and Sources of Information. 
Mr. Miller said overall, Arvada residents are happy living in the City and felt they had an overall
