CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Bob Frie called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF THE MAY 4, 2009 CITY COUNCIL MEETING
The minutes stand approved as submitted.

PUBLIC COMMENT ON ISSUES NOT SCHEDULED ON AGENDA - None
STUDY SESSIONS

A. First Quarter Financial Report

Vik Runkle, Director of Finance, updated City Council on the First Quarter Financial Report.

She said only two months of sales taxes is included and that the expenditures include the transfers
to the Arvada Center and the Parks fund. She said the differences in the major revenues show
that sales taxes are definitely lower than this time in 2008. Auto use is down by $200,000 in the
first three months of collections. She said property taxes are also down, as well as HUTF.
Franchise fees are up and building revenues are down. For sales tax, Ms. Runkle said we are
assuming we will be short $1 million in sales taxes for the year.

Ms. Runkle said auto use is down and in April it was $200,000 lower than last year. In building
activity, she said we don’t expect to make budget and we will probably have a deficit of over
$500,000.

For the general fund, she said as we began to see the issues, we scrubbed the internal service
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funds and in addition we have savings in the pay plan and departments have reviewed their
expenditures. Ms. Runkle said the Arvada Center is doing well. In the Park fund she reviewed
the various resources that go into that budget. Ms. Runkle said the tax increment funds will be
hurt by the decrease in sales tax. The Water fund is doing as we expected, Wastewater is
performing as last year as is the Storm Water fund. The Golf fund has done really well in
revenues for the first quarter. She said expenditures are higher in that fund because $100,000 was
moved to the CIP. The Hospitality fund is struggling because of the economy and we are
watching it closely.

Rob Bourgeois, Investment Manager for the City, then presented the First Quarter Investment
Report. He reviewed the Portfolio totals as of March 31 and the portfolio by asset type, maturity
breakdown, corporate positions, agency positions and corporate ratings.

Ms. Runkle said in summary, the first quarter is always difficult since we are closing books and
determining carry forwards. He said this year there is more change than normal and that by mid-
year, staff will be bringing a Resolution that changes the budgets for the Internal Service fund
changes, along with some other changes. He said the point is that we are working on all the
adjustments that need to be accomplished to lower the difference between revenues and
expenditures.

B. Review of Updated Five-Year Financial Model

Ms. Runkle passed out two different five-year model scenarios and reviewed the major
assumptions and changes of each. She said the expenditures are the same in both scenarios, but
sales tax, auto use and building use have different assumptions. She said each scenario is then set
out for the five years so you can see the impact over time with the different assumptions. She
noted that scenario B is the worst case scenario.

COUNCIL REPORTS

A. Mayor Pro Tem Anderson said Ralston Creek Trail is full of mud and in bad shape from
Wadsworth East to Lamar and there is a lot of erosion.

B. Mayor Pro Tem Anderson said on Tuesday, May 12 Urban Renewal will have an open
house for the Triangle ODP. It will be at King of Glory Church from 2:30 p.m. — 8:00
p.m.

C. Mayor Pro Tem Anderson reported on a tour of a flagship Safeway store at Mineral &
University Ave., and discussed the Safeway in the Triangle.

D. Mayor Pro Tem Anderson reported on the traffic at the Wal-Mart store at 72" &
Sheridan.

E. Councilmember McGoff reported on a Teen Court session he attended last week.

F. Councilmember McGoff said this fall the school district is going to enforce the

possession of tobacco by high school kids and they will do away with the smoking pits
that have been set up.

G. Councilmember Dyer asked if more information will be available on the Woodfork
Subdivision. Mr. Kocian said if it happens, we are just trying to make sure that it
happens with the best of conditions. Mr. Kocian said the housing product of the low
income housing will be the same quality as the homes that have already been built in that
subdivision. Mr. Kocian said staff will get City Council information about the
architecture, the quality of the mechanicals, etc.

H. Councilmember Dyer said he also has concerns about Whisper Creek. Mr. Kocian said
they are trying to change the phasing. Mr. Dyer said he would like to know exactly what

the City is agreeing to and how the homeowners and potential homeowners will know
exactly what they are getting. Mr. Kocian said staff will get City Council more
information.

Councilmember Dyer said Tuesday morning is a meeting between AEDA and the
merchants around 64" & Sheridan.

Councilmember Williams said he would like letters to go to Kohl’s and Costco with the
Mayor’s signature regarding their incentives.

Mr. Kocian said the Sales Tax refunding sold for 2.45% and that is indicative of the trust
and faith the market has in Arvada. He said that issue sold out in minutes and our water
refunding bonds sold out in twenty minutes.

Mayor Pro Tem Anderson referred to a letter from the State of Colorado to St. Anne’s
that states it will be possible for them to have a roulette wheel at their fundraising events.
Maria VanderKolk stated that Kristen Rush is attending a meeting this evening with St.

Anne’s. Ms. Anderson asked for a short briefing on the subject so that other
organizations can take advantage of the changes in the raffle laws, such as the Kiwanis.
Mayor Frie said he was called by Jim Zimmerman on behalf of Mrs. Nadeau and asked if
staff could facilitate a meeting between her and the contractor. Mr. Kocian said a
tremendous amount of effort has gone into trying to get them to reconcile. Mayor Frie
said he would like to see if a mediation effort could be made.

CITY MANAGER REPORTS

A

Mr. Kocian said City Council has now gone through a whole series of budget and capital
improvements presentations, and he reminded them that it started at the Council retreat in
January. City Council at that time said that if staff is going to recommend a
Transportation Maintenance Fee, they needed more information about the capital
improvements and our ability to pay before they wanted to think about another revenue
source. He said he will be coming back to City Council as to whether the City staff can
study both the option of implementing a Transportation Maintenance Fee and the
methodology to do that. He said staff would do the work and come back in 2010 with a
proposal that would be implemented in 2011. He said from 2011 out, our Capital
Improvement Plan totally depends on implementing that fee or a similar source of
revenue. Mr. Kocian handed out a memo stating in more detail what he has just discussed
and said he would come back to City Council at a later time.

The red Flanders poppy was first described as a flower of remembrance by a World War | colonel who wrote in
pencil on a page torn from his dispatch book a verse describing how the poppies blew among “row on row” of
graves of soldiers who had died on Flanders battlefields located in western Belgium and northern France.

In 1923, unemployed and disabled veterans began to produce artificial poppies. From this beginning the
Flanders Field Poppy promotion was born, and since that time proceeds raised through the promotion of the
Flanders Field Poppy have been used exclusively for the benefit of disabled and needy veterans and the widows,
widowers and orphans of deceased veterans.

Members of American Legion Auxiliary Unit 161 are present to accept this proclamation.
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WHEREAS, the sacrifices of those who have lost their lives, their health, or their livelihood as a result of
their military service are rightly the concern of all citizens; and

~ WHEREAS, the annual sale of poppies by the American Legion Auxiliary Unit 161 offers an opportunity
for the people of this community to express their solicitude for those unfortunate persons who
have paid more than their share of the cost of freedom; and

WHEREAS, the proceeds of this worthy fund-raising campaign are used exclusively for the benefit of
disabled and needy veterans, and the widows and orphans of deceased veterans, in the desire
to “Honor the Dead by Helping the Living”;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT PROCLAIMED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of Arvada,
Colorado that the month of May be designated:

Poppy Month in Arvada
Section 1.  The Arvada City Council encourages all Arvada residents to participate in Poppy Month and
