The Utilities Department is proposing an increase in sewer tap fees and a 3.6% increase in 
wastewater user rates to meet the following needs: 

• Reduce the current shortfall between expenses and revenues; 
• Replace the wastewater infrastructure on a timely basis; 

The projected Operations and Maintenance expenditures budget for 2010 is $10,276,849. 
Recognizing that the national and local economy is in distress, the 2010 budget has been 
designed with many line items reduced from 2009 levels. 

Non-rate revenue (interest, fees) will total $500,391 so $9,776,458 is needed from user rates to 
cover all costs. Under the 2009 rate structure only $9,488,000 will be realized. The shortfall is 
$288,458. 

In recent years, the annual payment to the Metro Wastewater District has fluctuated and Metro 
has adopted an increase in their budget of 7%. This increase is offset by two credits. A final 
audit by Metro of our 2008 flows indicated they were less than originally estimated and billed.
