WHEREAS, the City of Arvada has budgeted $60,000.00 in Human Services Funding Pool 
monies for 2009 to provide human services to Arvada residents; and 

WHEREAS, the City Council reviewed the recommendations of the City of Arvada Human 
Services Advisory Board for the allocation of the Funding Pool monies. 

NOW , THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
ARVADA, COLORADO: 

Section 1. The City Council for the City of Arvada hereby authorizes the expenditure of Human 
Services Funding Pool monies as follows: 

~ $2,000 to partially fund the housing caretakers program through Brother's 
Redevelopment. 

$5,000 to partially fund support of detox treatment and care through Arapahoe 
House. 

~ $4,000 to partially fund family service program through Rocky Mountain HDC. 

~ $3,000 to partially fund on site food supplies for homeless familie s through 
Colorado Homeless Families. 

$4,000 to partially fund volunteer support and assistance through Developmental 
Disabili tics. 

~ $4,000 to partially fund in home services to children at risk through FACES. 

~ $5,000 to partially fund emergencies services through Jeffco Action Center. 

~ $6,000 to partially fund food supplies for Arvada agencies through Food Bank of 
the Rockies. 

$10 ,000 to partially fund assistance for families in crisis through Interchurch 
ARMS. 

$4,000 to partially fund a security system for a group home through Lost and 
Found.
