The presentation started shortly after 6pm. DHM presented an existing conditions map along
with the proposed site plan to the community. Linda Hoover made one clarification during the
presentation which was to correct Heather Scott when she stated that the applicant submitted a
formal application to City. In fact the applicant has not been able to formally submit until the
community meeting was complete.

Then DHM opened up the meeting to questions. The Johnson's started by asking questions
regarding the annexation process. It appeared that they might be interested in annexing their
property. Their questions were geared toward Linda and Mike regarding City policy. Dick
Scheurer did step in and talk about state statue regarding annexation. He pointed out that we did
not need to annex any neighboring property in order to pursue our annexation request. Mrs.
Johnson stated that she thought we needed 1/6" contiguity to proceed and we explained how we
would come up Indiana Street. Dick went on to explain how she herself could annex if she
wanted to.

Neighbors continued to ask questions regarding landscape improvements. DHM explained that
the site will be hooked up to city water. In addition to water for the house and barns we explained
that we would also need to purchase landscape taps. We explained our intent is to make major
improvements to the entrance of the site along Indiana Street. The four turnouts along the front
would be landscaped with native turf and would be irrigated. Irrigation for the remainder of the
site would depend on the cost of the water tap. However, we would redo the exterior of the entire
site when we create the perimeter hacking path, and only native, drought tolerant planting will be
installed.



Linda Hoover brought up the potential for kennels. Several neighbors voiced a concern. DHM
was quick to explain that our intent with “kennels” was to create a place on site for patron’s dogs
only, not a public dog kennel. Mrs. Weber stated that she wanted an enclosed area for the dogs
or to prohibit dogs altogether. She went on to say that in the past there had been a pack of dogs
that ran wild on the site and caused problems. She also stated that since Meridian Farms LLC
took over the problem seems to have disappeared.

There was a discussion regarding both water and sewer lines onsite. DHM explained that public
water will be provided from Indiana Street, however sewer is more problematic. The site slopes
from Indiana Street to the east but is blocked by the Croak Canal, thérefore we will need to keep
our septic systems due to the topographic constraint. Later Heather explained how sewer lines
were gravity fed and that a lift station would be required to return sewage to Indiana Street. This
solution would be cost prohibitive.

There was a discussion between DHM and Linda regarding paving the internal road. Linda
believes that the road must be paved. DHM believes that the Arvada Fire Department wants road
improvements but not necessarily pavement. We believe it is based on the building locations and
the number of fire hydrants provided. The two neighbors directly south asked that something be
done to mitigate dust. DHM stated that we would do what was required by code.

Mr. Schiedeman inquired about parking for the shows. We explained that the parking would be
disbursed throughout the site and the Derby Field would be used for overflow parking. Leslie and
Tracy stated that the shows are for patrons only and there was not a large amount of cars that
park onsite. They said that usually family members arrive in one car per patron.

Mrs. Johnson asked DHM what kinds of questions she should ask. Holly Matt stepped up went
on to explain how this type of facility typically works. Holly also explained what we looked at
when evaluating this site and why we laid it out like we did.

Numerous side conversations occurred before and after the meeting:

1. Mr. Schiedeman would like to be included in the fence design. He is interested in having
a gate from his property to the subject site for fire safety in the future.

2. Mr. Schiedeman also asked about the number of shows. We explained that the City
would limit us to 2 or 3 a year and he stated that was a shame. He went on to explain
that his granddaughter took riding lessons at West Gait and he truly enjoyed coming to
the shows. :

3. Ms. Drone was disappointed to find that we were moving the southern horse pens from
her view. She explained that she loved looking out her kitchen window and seeing the
horses.

4. All the neighbors to the south were extremely interested in the proposed horse path over
the canal to the city horse park. If we are successful in making the trail connection they
would like a path leading from their properties through our site to utilize the canal
crossing versus going out on Indiana as they currently do.

5. The Johnson's were very concerned about the materials proposed in the new barn on the
west. They explained that there is a horse in the existing barn who likes to kick the metal
siding about 2am in the morning. We stated that the barn would likely be made of wood
rather than the metal siding currently found on the existing barn.
